Use White Rose home learning PowerPoint for Session 4 - ‘Adding More - Unknown Then’
Warm-up: place teen cards in order.

First there were 3 dinosaurs on the island.
Then, they were joined by 1 more.
Now there are how many dinosaurs?
Complete using 10 frames as per the PPT.

Unknown ‘then’:
First there were X dinosaurs on the island.
Now there are  - how many?
So what happened here? First there were 2, then they were joined by how many? Show it on your 10 frame. How many did you need to add to make the number we have now?
	Playground
Establish different areas - pirate ship, desert island (dusty area in top left corner of playground), safety pyramids, trim trail.
Begin with one child in each area and they have to “save” others, one at a time, from the shark-infested waters surrounding them. Use ‘First...then...now…’ sentence for each new addition.
With chalk, draw pirate ships on the playground. Take toys/dolls/counting people out. Children tell the story:
First there was one sailor on the ship, then another 1 joined, so then there were 2.

Extra challenge:

Write the maths sentence for each stage of the story.

 Warm up - order teen cards

New way of telling the ‘First...then...now….’ story: ‘Today, we are going to find out how many there were first.

Follow White Rose PowerPoint
Look at sets of three slides - ‘?’ in the first, small group in second, large group in third.
‘How can we work out the number of animals there were in the boat at first?’

Model first set of slides - put the number of ‘now’ animals (third card) as counters on tens frame. See how many animals are on the ‘then’ (second) card - turn that number of counters over so they are now yellow.
‘How many counters are left as red? That’s the  number of animals we had at first.’
‘Now we have 7 because then they added 3 and at first they had 4.’
‘Let’s say the story from start to finish:
First there were 4 animals in a boat.
Then 3 more came along.
Now there are 7.’

With support, children complete second slide in same way as teacher modeled with the first.
	Hoopla
Pretend that a large hula-hoop is a boat. Put one beanbag into the hoop - pretend it is the first animal onboard a boat. Children throw more beanbags into the hoop. Say the ‘First...then...now…’ sentence for each new shipmate:
e.g. ‘First there were 2 animals on the boat, then another 1 jumped onboard, so now there are 3.’

Extra challenge - Two children are responsible for writing maths sentence for each new shipmate. Take in turns, e.g. one child writes, ‘1+1=2’, the other writes, ‘2+1=3’ and so on.

Enact the song - forest area

Five children are the frogs, they sit on the big log. Everyone else has a ten frame and 5 counters. Place 5 counters in ten frame.

Sing song through once, with “frogs” jumping off the log when called to do so.
Sing through again, but stop after each jump and talk it though as a ‘First...then...now…’ story.

E.g.
First there were 5 little speckled frogs,
Then 1 jumped into the pool.
Now there are how many speckled frogs?

Children remove one counter from tens frame each time a frog jumps off the log.


Extra challenge - write the maths sentence (teacher models first one: 5-1=4)
	Hedgehogs play area
Create a “pond” by putting top of tuff tray on floor and filling with water. Create a “log” from crates/planks etc. Children line up, 5 at a time, take it in turns to jump into the “pool” one at a time.
